THE TRACTOR

a building where fumes may reach an open flame or
soark.

Do not permit anyone but the operator to ride on the
tractor. There is no safe place for extra riders.

Keep all shields in place.

Replcce safety and warning decals when they be-
come illegible.

SERVICING THE TRACTOR
® The vehicle and attachments should be stopped and

inspected for damage affer striking a foreign object
and the damage should be repaired before restarting
and operating the equipment.

Co not smoke while refueling the tractor. Keep any type
of open flame away. Wait for engine to cool before
refueling.

Keep the vehicle and aftachments in good operating
condition and keep safety devices in place.

Xeep open flame away from battery or cold weather
starting aids to prevent fires or explosions.

OPERATING THE TRACTOR

Disengage all attachment clutches and shift into neut-
rcl before attempting to start the engine (moter).
\When using any attachments, never direct discharge
cf material toward bystanders nor allow anyone near
the vehicle while in operation.
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SHOULD BE OPERATED ONLY BY THOSE WHO ARE RESPONSIBLE AND INSTRUCTED TO DO SO.

Take all possible precautions when leaving the vehicle
unattended, such as disengaging the power-take-off,
lowering the attachment(s), shifting into neutral, set-
ting the parking brake, stopping the engine, and re-
moving the key. .

Do not start the engine or operate controls while stana-
ing beside the tractor. Always sit in the tractor seat
when starting the engine or cperating controls.

DRIVING THE TRACTOR

Drive the tractor with care and at speeds compatible

with scfety, especially when operating over rougn

ground, crossing ditches, slopes and when turning to

avoid upsets.

Disengage power to aftachment(s) when transporting

or not in use.

Keep the tractorin the same gearwhen going downhill

as used when going uphill. Do nct coast cr free wheel

down hills.

Use care when pulling loads or using heavy equip-

ment.

Q) Use only approved drawbar hitcn points.

D) Limit loads to those you can safely control.

¢) Do not tum sharply. Use care when backing.

Watch out for traffic when crossing or near roadways.
It is recommmended that this machine not be used on
public roads. However, if riding on public roads is un-
avoidable you must comply to equipment require-
ments per SAE J137b and/or ASAE 5279 4 lighting and
marking standard. These standards require vehicles be
equipped with two (2) headlights, one (1) red taillight,
two (2) amber flashing waming lights and a SMV em-
blem for operation on public roads.

FUEL USAGE SAFETY

Handle gasoline with care. It is highly flalmmable. Only
use approved gasoline container.

Do not attempt tofill gas tank from fuel containeruniess
the containerspout orfunnelfits inside the fuel tank filler
neck.The use of too large a spout or funnel, or no funnel,
may result in spilled gasoline, creating highly flamm-
able gas vapors. This could result in fire and/or explo-
sion, causing severe bodily injury.

Never take the cap off or refuel when the engine is run-
ning or hot.

Don’'t smoke while refueling or anywhere near fuel.
When filling the tank, maintain control of the nozzle.
Don't fill fuel tank to capacity...allow room for expan-
sion.

Wipe up any spills immediately.

Always tighten the fuel tank cap securely.

If the original equipment fuel tank cap is lost, always
replace it with an approved cap. A will-fit cap may not
be safe.

Don't drive equipment near open fire.

Never use gasoline for cleaning parts.

MOWER OPERATION

Clear the work area of objects which might be picked

up and thrown.

When using the vehicle with mower, proceed as fol-

lows:

a) Mow only in daylight or in good artifical light.

b) Never make a cutting height adjustment while the
engine (motor) is unning if the operator must dis-
mount to do so.

©) Check the blade mounting bolts for proper tight-
ness at frequent intervals.

d) Shut the engine (motor) off when removing the
grass catcher or unclogging chute.

Watch for holes in the temain and other hidden ha-

zards.

Do not stop or start suddenly when going uphill or

downhill. Mow up and down the face of steep slopes:

never across the face.

Disengage power to mower before backing up. Do not
mow in reverse unless absolutely necessary and then
only after careful observation of the entire area behind
the mower.

Disengage power to attachment(s) and stop the en-
gine (motor) before leaving the operator's position.

MAINTENANCE AND STORAGE .

Do not lubricate or make mechanical adjustments
while the unitisin motion or when the engine isrunning.
However, if minor engine adjustments must be made,
apply the parking brake, securely block the wheels,
and use extreme caution.

It is necessary to adjust the carburetor with the engine
running, take extra care not to allow rings, wristwatch-
es, clothing, etfc. to become entangled with moving
parts.

Do not change the engine govermor setting or over-
speed the engine,

To reduce fire hazard, keep the engine free of grass,
leaves, or excessive grease.

Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the
equipment is in safe working condition.

Keep the machine and supply of gasoline in locked
storage to prevent children or others from playing or
tampering with them. Always remove the ignition key
when machine is stored. When machine is to be stored
for an extended time, disconnect battery cables or
remove the battery.

Check the grass catcher bags frequently for wear or
deterioration. Replace with new bags for safety pro-
tection.
