1 SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

THE TRACTOR

® Know the controls and how to stop quickly. READ THIS
OPERATOR’S MANUAL and instructions furnished with at-
tachments.

® Do not modify or alter or permit anyone else to modify or
alter this fractor or any of its components or any tractor
function.

® Do not allow children to operate the vehicle. Do not allow
adults to operate it without proper instruction.

® Do not carnry passengers. Do not mow when children and
others are around. There is no safe place for extra riders.

@® Keep all shields in place.

® Replace safety and warning decals when they become
illegible.

FUEL USAGE SAFETY

® Handle gasoline with care. It is highly flammmable. Only use
approved gasoline container.

® Do notattempt tofillgastank from fuel containerunlessthe
container spout or funnel fits inside the fuel tank filler neck The
use of oo large a spout or funnel, or no funnel, may result in
spilled gasoline, creating highly flammable gas vapors.
This could result in fire and/or explosien, causing severe
bodily injury.

® Never take the cap off or refuel when the engine is running
or hot, allow engine to cool for several minutes before
refueling.

® Don’t smoke while refueling or anywhere near fuel.

® Do not store, spill or use gasoline near an open flame.

® When filling the tank, maintain control of the nozzle.

® Don't fill fuel tank to capacity..allow room for expansion.

® Wipe up any spills immediately.

® Always tighten the fuel tank cap securely.

@ If the original equipment fuel tank cap is lost, always re-
place it with an approved cap. A will-fit cap may not be
safe.

® Don‘t drive equipment near open fire.

® Never use gasoline for cleaning parts.

TRACTOR OPERATION

® Disengage all power to attachment(s), fully depress brake—
clutch pedal and shift into neutral before oﬁemphng to
start the engine.

@® Only use jumper cables in recommended manner as
outlined in Operator's Manual.

@ Do not bypass the safety interlock system. Consulf your
Dealer if your safety controls malfunction.

@ Reduce speed and exercise extreme caution on slopes
and in sharp turns to prevent tipping or loss of control. Be
especially cautious when changing direction on slopes.
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Except for adjustment do not operate engine if air cleaner
or cover directly over carburetor air intake is removed.
Removal of such part could create a fire hazard.

Do not operate without a muffler or tamper with the ex-
haust system. Damaged mufflers or spark amesters could
create a fire hazard. Inspect periodically and replace if
necessary.

Do not operate the tractor engine in an enclosed building
without adequate ventilation. Exhaust fumes can cause
death.

Do not start the engine or operate controls while standing
beside the tractor. Always sit in the tractor seat when start-
ing the engine or operating controls.

Do not get off the fractor while it is in motion.

Before leaving the operator’s position, disengage power fo
attachment(s), lower the attachments, shift into neutral, set
the parking brake and stop the engine and remove key (if
so equipped).

Never leave the unit when it is parked on anincline. Always
park the unit on level ground where possible. If the unit is fo
be parked on an incline, always lower the attachment(s),
set the parking brake, and securely block the wheels.
Drive the tractor with care and at speeds compatible with
safety, especially when operating over rough ground,
crossing ditches, slopes and when tuming o avoid upsets.
When using any attachments, never direct discharge ot
material toward bystanders norallow anyone nearthe vehi-
cle while in operation.

Keep people and pets a safe distance away from machine.
Disengage power to attachment(s) when transporting or
not in use.

@ Keep the tractor in the same gear when going downhill as

used when going uphill. Do not coast or free wheel

down hills.

Use care when pulling loads or using heavy equipment.

a) Use only approved drawbar hitch points.

b) Limit loads to those you can safely control.

¢) Do not turn shamply. Use care when backing.

d) Use counterweight(s) orwheeiweights when suggested
in the operator's manual.

Watch out for traffic when crossing or near roadways.

It isrecommended that this machine not be used on public

roads. However, if riding on public roads is unavoidable you

must comply to equipment requirements per SAE J137b

and/or ASAE $279 4 lighting and marking standard. These

standards require vehicles be equipped with two (2) head-

lights, one (1) red taillight, two (2) amber flashing warning

lights and a slow moving vehicle (SMV) emblem for opera-

fion on public roads.



MOWER OPERATION
@ Clear the work area of objects which might be picked up

and thrown.

@® When using the vehicle with mower, proceed as follows:

a) Mow only in daylight or in good artifical light.
b) Never make a cutting height adjustment while the
engine is running if the operator must dismount to do

SO.

c) Check the blade mounting bolts for proper tightness at
frequent intervals.

d) Shuttheengine off whenremoving the grass catcher or
unclogging chute.

@ Watchforholes, rocks androotsin the terrain and other hid-

den hazards. Keep away from drop-offs.

@ Do not stop or start suddenly when going uphill or downhili.

Mow up and down the face of steep slopes; never across
the face.

Disengage power to mower before backing up. Do not
mow in reverse unless absolutely necessary and then only
after careful observation of the entire area behind the
mower.

SERVICING, MAINTENANCE AND STORAGE
@ The vehicle and attachments should be stopped and in-

spected fordamage after striking a foreign object and the
damage should be repaired before restarting and operat-
ing the equipment.

@ Keep thevehicle and attachmentsin good operating con-

dition and keep safety devices in place and in working
condition.

® Keep open flame away from battery or cold weather start-

ing aids to prevent fires or explosions.

@ Disengage power to attachment(s), stop the engine, dis-

connect spark plug wire(s) from spark plug(s) before clean-
ing and making any repairs or adjustments.

Do not lubricate or make mechanical adjustments while
the unit is in motion orwhen the engine is running. However,
if minor engine adjustments must be made, set the parking
brake, securely block the wheels and use extreme caution.
It is necessary to adjust the carburetor with the engine run-
ning, fake extra care not fo allow rings, wristwatches, cloth-
ing. etc. fo become entangled with moving parts.

Do not strike flywheel with a hard object or metal tool as this
may cause flywheel to shatter in operation, causing per-
sonal injury or property damage.

Do not change the engine governor setting or over-speed
the engine.

To reduce fire hazard, keep the engine free of grass, leaves,
or excessive grease. Do not clean while engine is running.
Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the equip-
ment is in safe working condition.

Never store equipment with gasoline in the tank inside a
building where fumes may reach an open flame or spark.
Allow the engine to cool before storing in any enclosure.
Keep the machine and supply of gasoline in locked storage
to prevent children or others from playing or tampering with
them. When machine is to be stored for an extended time,
disconnect battery cables or remove the battery.

Under normal usage the grass catcher bag material is sub-
ject to deterioration and wear. Check bag frequently for
deterioration and wearandreplace worn bags. Check that
replacement bags comply with the original manufacturer's
recommendations or specifications.

SAFETY DEFINITIONS

A DANGER

The signal word “DANGER?” signifies that a source of ex-
treme dangerto a person on ornear a machine exists as
a result of the very nature of the machine itself. This
danger to persons is such that it would result in a high
likelihood of death or permanent injury if the recom-
mended precautions are not taken.

The signal word “WARNING” indicates that a source of
danger to a person on or near a machine exists which
may result in death or injury if the recommended pre-
cautions are not taken.

@® Be sure fo read all tractor and engine instructions before
operating.

® Do not allow anyone fo ride on tractor or any of its
attachments.

® Improper use of the tractor can result in injury. Give com-
plete and undivided attention to the work you are doing.

® Know your controls. Know how to stop tractorand engine in
an emergency.

® Do not allow chidren to operate fractor. Anyone else should
be properly instructed as to its operation.

@® Keep children and pets away. Children and pets should be
kept a good safe distance away from mower.

@ Stop operation when another person approaches. @ All guards must be in place before operating tractor.

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® Periodically maintain mower. Tighten nuts, bolts and fit-
tings periodically and lubricate mower for proper and safe
operation. Check blade for tightness.

@ Store gasoline safely. Store gasoline in an approved tightly
sealed container. Refuel outdoors and only with engine
stopped. Do not spill gasoline on a hot engine.

@ Be sure lawn is clean. Remove stones, wires, sticks, toys any-
thing that might catch or be thrown by the mower blade.

@® Do not operate mower in a confined area. Exhaust fumes
are dangerous. Only run engine out of doors.

@ Do not wear loose fitting clothing that might get caught in
moving parts. Also, keep hands and feet away from mov-
ing parts.

® Disengage all clutches and place gear shift in neutral
before attempting to start engine.

® The discharge guard must be down at all times during
mowing operation.

@ Stop engine and disconnect spark plug wire before work- @ |f mower strikes a foreign object, stop the mower and
ing on mower.

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2 CONTROLS AND OPERATION

Refer fo Fig. 2.1A.

IMPORTANT: Be sure to read this section of the Operator's
Manual before you attempt to operate your tractor. It is for
your safety that you know where all controls are, and are
familiar with the functions of each control.

SAFETY INTERLOCK SYSTEM
Your tractoris equipped with an interlock system that will allow
the engine to start only if the brake clutch pedal is fully dep-
ressed, the P.1.0. is in the OFF position, and the operator is pro-
perly seated. Refer to ELECTRICAL SYSTEM section (“Safety
Interlock System™) for further explanation.
BRAKE CLUTCH PEDAL
Depressing this brake clutch pedal applies the brake and at
the same time disengages the drive.
To operate: Depress brake clutch pedal fully for starting,
braking and changing gears. Remove foot slowly and com-
pletely from brake clutch pedal to engage drive.
NOTE: The brake clutch pedal must be completely dep-
ressed, and the P.1.O. must be in the OFF position, before the
engine can be started.

GEAR SHIFT LEVER

This lever controls the ground speed (5 speeds forward and
1 reverse).

The tractor was designed to start out in any gear. The gear
should be chosen to suit the terrain and the needs of the
attachment being used.

Change gears only with unit at full stop and brake clutch
pedal fully depressed.

IMPORTANT: To avoid damaging transmission, never shift in
motion.

Always place gear shift lever in neutral N before starting
engine (Fig. 2.1A).

Fully depress brake clutch pedal, and then move shift lever to
the desired gear position (1 or & for progressively faster forward
movement, R forreverse). Slowly release brake clutch pedal tc
initiate tractor movement.



ATTACHMENT LIFT LEVER

Refer to Fig. 2.2A.

This control will raise or lower attachments (mowers, snow-
throwers etc.).

Be sure attachment has been properly mounted before using
lift lever.

To raise attachment, pull lever back until the lock engages
itself. To lower attachment, pull lever back, depress button on
top of lever with your thumb and push lever forward.

WARNING: To avoid personal injury, never operate
mower with attachment lift lever in a transport posi-
tion. Mower must be lowered completely before
operating. DO NOT OPERATE MOWER WITH GUARDS
REMOVED.

P.T.O. (POWER TAKE-OFF) LEVER

This control engages and disengages power to the attach-
ments.

NOTE: The P.1.O. must be in the OFF position and the brake

clutch pedal must be completely depressed before the en-
gine can be started.

To ENGAGE, move lever to ON position.

WARNING: To avoid personal injury, before engag-
ing the P.I.O, be sure the attachment is clear of
any obstacles. :

To DISENGAGE. move lever to the OFF position.

WARNING: To avoid personalinjury, the P.T.O. should
never be ON unless an engine powered attachment
is being operated. Turn P.T.O. OFF when transport-
ing an attachment to and from a work area.

ENGINE SPEED CONTROL

This control regulates the engine speed from SLOW (idie) to
FAST (maximum operating power and speed).

When starting engine, set control fo a mid-range position. As
engine warms up, gradually move control to maximum FAST
position.

NOTE: Alwaysuse maximum FAST position when attachments
are being used.

To idle, set control in slow position.
