THE TRACTOR

Read the Operator's Manual carefully before using the
tractor. Lack of operating knowledge can lead to ac-
cidents.

Do not modify oralteror permit anyone else to modify or
alter this tractor or any of its components or any trac-
for function.

Never store equipment with gasoline in the tank inside
a building where fumes may reach an open flame or
spark. Allow the engine.to cool before storing in any
enclosure.

Do not allow children to operate the vehicle. Do not
allow adults to operate it without proper instruction.
Do not permit anyone but the operator to ride on the
tractor. There is no safe place for extra riders.

Keep all shields in place.

Replace safety and warning decals when they be-
come illegible.

SERVICING THE TRACTOR
® The vehicle and attachments should be stopped and

inspected for damage after striking a foreign object
and the damage should be repaired before restarting
and operating the equipment.

Do not smoke while refueling the tractor. Keep any type
of open flame away. Wait for engine to cool before
refueling.

Keep the vehicle and attachments in good operating
condition and keep safety devices in place.

Keep open flame away from battery or cold weather
starting aids to prevent fires or explosions.

Disengage power to attachment(s) and stop the en-
gine (motor) before making any repairs or adjust-
ments.

OPERATING THE TRACTOR

® Disengage allattachment clutches and shift into neut-

ral before attempting to start the engine (motor).

® When using any attachments, never direct discharge

of material foward bystanders nor allow anyone near
the vehicle while in operation.

Take all possible precautions when leaving the vehicle
unattended, such as disengaging the power-take-off,
lowering the attachment(s), shifting into neutral, set-
ting the parking brake, stopping the engine, and re-
moving the key.

Do not start the engine or operate controls while stand-
ing beside the tractor. Always sit in the tractor seat
when starting the engine or operating controls.

Do not bypass the starter safety interlock system. Con-
sult your Dealer if your starter safety controls malfunc-
tion. Use jumper cables only inrecommended manner,
improper use can result in fractor runaway.

Do not get off the tractor while it is in motion.

Shut off the engine and apply the parking brake before
getting off the tractor.

Always apply the parking brake and remove the starter
key when leaving the unit parked or unattended.
Never leave the unit when it is parked on an incline.
Always park the unit on level ground where possible. If
the unit is fo be parked on an incline, always lower the
attachment(s) apply the parking brake, and securely
block the wheels.

Do not operate the tfractorengine in an enclosed build-
ing without adequate ventilation. Exhaust fumes can
cause death.

Keep people and pets a safe distance away from
machine.

DRIVING THE TRACTOR

Drive the tractor with care and at speeds compatible

with safety, especially when operating over rough

ground, crossing ditches, slopes and when turning to

avoid upsets.

Disengage power to attachment(s) when transporting

or not in use.

@ Be sure lawn is clean. Remove stones, wires, sticks, toys -
anything that might catch or be thrown by the mow-
er blade.

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@® Stop engine and disconnect spark plug wire before
working on mower. Stop engine before cleaning dis-
charge chute or making any adjustments, inspection
or repairs. Disconnect spark plug wire to prevent ac-
cidental starting.

@ Periodically maintain mower. Tighten nuts, bolts and fit-
tings periodically and lubricate mower for proper and
safe operation. Check blade for tightness

® Store gasoline safely. Store gasoline in an approved
tightly sealed container. Refuel outdoors and only with
engine stopped. Do not spill gasoline on a hot en-
gine.

® Do not operate mower in a confined area. Exhaust
fumes are dangerous. Only run engine out of doors.

@ Disengage all clutches and place gear shift in neutral
before attempting to start engine.

® The discharge guard must be down at all times during
mowing operation.

@ If mower strikes a foreign object, stop the mower and
engine immediately. Remove spark plug wire and in-
spect the mower for damage. Repair any damage
before starting again.
