SAFETY

A PRECAUTIONARY STATEMENTS A

A careful operator is the best operator. Most accidents can be avoided by observing certain precautions. To help
prevent accidents, read the following precautions before operating this equipment. Equipment should be
operated only by those who are responsible and instructed to do so.

Carefully review the procedures given in this manual with all operators. It is important that all operators be familiar
with and follow safety precautions.

GENERAL

1.

Read the Operator’s Manual carefully before
using the tractor or loader. Lack of operating
knowledge can lead to accidents.

Replace damaged or illegible safety decals.
See the Specifications section of this manual
for required decals.

Operate the tractor and loader only from the
operator’s seat.

THE TRACTOR

Use an approved roll bar and seat belt for safe
operation. Overturning a tractor without aroll
bar can result in death or injury. If your tractor
is not equipped with a roll bar and seat belt,
see your tractor dealer.

Equip your tractor with FOPS (Falling Object
Protective Structure) and seat belts before
installing or operating the loader.

Always use the seat belt when the roll bar is
installed. Do not use the seat belt if the roll
bar is removed from the tractor.

Add the recommended wheel ballast and/or
rear weight as recommended in the owner’s
manual to provide good stability.

Move the wheels to the tractor manufactur-
er’s widest recommended settings to in-
crease stability.

Move and turn the tractor at low speeds.

THE LOADER

1.

Improper use of a loader can cause serious
injury or death.

Do not lift or carry anybody on the loader or
in the bucket or attachment.

Never allow anyone to get under the loader
bucket or reach through the lift arms when
the bucket is raised.

Do not walk or work under a raised loader,
bucket, or attachment unless it is securely
blocked or held in position.

Avoid overhead wires and obstacles when
the loader is raised. Contacting electrical
lines can cause electrocution.

Make sure all dismounted loaders are on a
hard, level surface.

Do not repair, remove, or replace any parts of
the loader while it is in the dismounted
position.

OPERATING THE LOADER

1.

It is the loader owner’s responsibility to be
certain that anyone operating the loader
reads this manual first to be aware of the safe
way of operating the loader.

Exercise caution when operating the loader
with a raised, loaded bucket or fork.

Avoid loosefill, rocks, and holes. They can be
dangerous for loader operation or move-
ment.

Use care to maintain proper stability when
operating on steep grades. Always carry the
bucket in the lowest position possible.

Allow for the loader length when making
turns.

Stop the loader arms gradually when
lowering or lifting.

Use caution when handling loose or shiftable
loads.

Carry the bucket at a low position during
transport for better visibility.

When parking or servicing, lower the bucket
to the ground, stop the engine, and set the
park brakes before leaving the tractor seat.

Operate the loader controls only when
properly seated at the controls.

. Using front end loaders without special

attachments for handling large heavy objects
such as large round or rectangular bales,
logs, and oil drums is NOT RECOMMENDED.

Handling large heavy objects can be
extremely dangerous due to:

* danger of rolling the tractor over.
* danger of upending the tractor.

* danger of the object rolling or sliding
down the loader arms onto the operator.

If you must perform this sort of work (see #12
above), protect yourself by:

* using the proper attachment.

* never lifting the load higher than neces-
sary to clear the ground when moving.

* ballasting the tractor rear to compensate
for the load.

* never lifting large objects with equipment
that does not have an anti-rollback
device.

* moving slowly and carefully, avoiding
rough terrain.

MAINTENANCE

WHEN YOU SEE THIS SYMBOL

IT MEANS:

When servicing or replacing the pins in the
cylinder ends, bucket, etc., always use a
brass drift and hammer. Failure to do so
could result in injury from flying metal
fragments.

Do not modify or alter, or permit anyone else
to modify or alter, the loader or any of its
components or any loader function without
first consulting a Case IH dealer. If you have
any questions regarding loader modifica-
tions, contact Case IH.

Always wear safety goggles when servicing
or repairing the machine.

Escaping hydraulic/diesel fluid under pres-
sure can penetrate the skin, causing serious
injury.

* DO NOT use your hand to check for leaks.

e Use a piece of cardboard or paper to
search for leaks.

* Stop the engine and relieve the pressure
before connecting or disconnecting the
hydraulic or diesel lines.

* Tighten all connections before starting
the engine or pressuring the lines.

* Ifany fluid is injected into the skin, obtain
medical attention IMMEDIATELY or gan-
grene may result.

Do not tamper with the relief valve setting.
The relief valve is preset at the factory.
Changing the setting can cause overloading
the loader and tractor, and serious operator
injury may result.

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ECOLOGY AND THE ENVIRONMENT

Soil, air, and water are vital factors of agriculture and
life in general. When legislation does not yet rule the
treatment of some of the substances which are
required by advanced technology, common sense
should govern the use and disposal of products of a
chemical and petrochemical nature.

The following are recommendations which may be of
assistance:

Become acquainted with and ensure that you
understand the relative legislation applicable to
your country.

Where no legislation exists, obtain information
from suppliers of oils, filters, batteries, fuels,
antifreeze, cleaning agents, etc., with regard to
their effect on man and nature and how to safely
store, use and dispose of these substances.
Agricultural consultants will, in many cases, be
able to help you as well.

HELPFUL HINTS

1.

Avoid filling tanks using cans or inappropriate
pressurized fuel delivery systems which may
cause considerable spillage.

In general, avoid skin contact with all fuels, oils,
acids, solvents, etc. Most of them contain
substances which may be harmful to your health.
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3.

Modern oils contain additives. Do not burn
contaminated fuels and or waste oils in ordinary
heating systems.

Avoid spillage when draining off used engine
coolant mixtures, engine, gearbox and hydraulic
oils, brake fluids, etc. Do not mix drained brake
fluids or fuels with lubricants. Store them safely
until they can be disposed of in a proper way to
comply with local legislation and available
resources.

Modern coolant mixtures, i.e. antifreeze and
other additives, should be replaced every two
years. They should not be allowed to get into the
soil but should be collected and disposed of
safely.

Do not open the air-conditioning system yourself.
It contains gases which should not be released
into the atmosphere. Your dealer or air
conditioning specialist has a special extractor for
this purpose and will have to recharge the system
properly.

Repair any leaks or defects in the engine cooling
or hydraulic system immediately.

Do not increase the pressure in a pressurized
circuit as this may lead to a component failure.

Protect hoses during welding as penetrating
weld splatter may burn a hole or weaken them,
allowing the loss of oils, coolant, etc.
