Machine Use

This machine is designed solely for use in customary
agricultural use, for park and amenity area maintenance,
and for winter work. Use in any other way is considered as
contrary to the intended use.

This machine is not intended for use in forestry operations.
The operator station does not provide adequate protection
to the occupants in that environment.

The cab available from the manufacturer is not designed to

provide adequate protection from hazardous substances.
The operator must wear appropriate personal protection
equipment.
