DO NOT operate machine without reading this
operator’s manual.

OPERATE SAFELY

DO NOT operate seeder with more than one person on
the tractor.

DO NOT allow anyone to ride on the drawbar of the trac-
tor, tank, or chisel plow.

DO NOT operate close to a ditch or creek.
Slow down when turning.
Drive slowly over rough ground.

Shift the tractor into a lower gear when operating on
steep slopes.

DO NOT enter tank uniess another person is present.

Always shut off tractor engine and shift to “Park” when
leaving tractor. Remove key when leaving tractor
unattended.

Always have seeder stationary and on level ground when
raising or lowering outriggers.

DO NOT raise or lower outriggers when moving.

Wear relatively tight and belted clothing to prevent being
caught on some part of the machine.

When outriggers are raised and lock-up pins are not in
transport postition, never allow anyone where a falling
outrigger could strike them.

PTO master shield should be in place at all times except
when connecting a driveline or for special applications as
directed in the operator's manual.

The PTO shaft guard should be in place when the PTO is
not being used.

AVOID HIGH-PRESSURE FLUIDS

Escaping fluid under pressure can penetrate the skin
causing serious injury. Relieve pressure before disconnect-
ing hydraulic or other lines. Tighten all connections before
applying pressure.

SERVICE TIRES SAFELY

Failure to follow proper procedures when mounting a tire
on a wheel or rim can produce an explosicn which may
result in serious injury or death. Do not attempt to mount
a tire unless you have the proper equipment and ex-
perience to perform the job. Have it done by your John
Deere deaier or a qualified repair service.

When sealing tire beads on rims, never exceed 35 psi
(240 kPa) (2.4 bar) or maximum inflaticn pressures
specified by tire manufacturers for mounting tires. In-
flation beyond this maximum pressure may break the
bead, or even the rim, with dangerous explosive force.
If both beads are not seated when the maximum recom-
mended pressure is reached, deflate, reposition tire,
relubricate bead, and reinflate.

Detailed tire mounting instructions, including necessary
safety precautions, are contained in John Deere Fun-
damentals of Service (FOS) Manual 55, Tires and Tracks,
available through your John Deere dealer. Such infor-
mation is also available from the Rubber Manufacturers
Association and from tire manufacturers.

Use of flashing warning lights and turn signals is recom-
mended when towing this equipment on public roads
unless prohibited by state or local regulations.

Always install outrigger lockup pins and depth control
cylinder stops.

Shift the tractor into a lower gear when transporting
down steep siopes or hills.

Keep the SMV emblem and reflectors clean and visible
from the rear.

Stop slowly.
