Metric and
inch fasteners may require a specific metric or inch
wrench.

RIGHT-HAND AND LEFT-HAND sides are determined
by facing the direction the implement will travel when
going forward.

WRITE PRODUCT IDENTIFICATION NUMBERS
(P.LLN.) in the Specification or Identification Numbers
section. Accurately record all the numbers. Your
dealer also needs these numbers when you order
parts. File the identification numbers in a secure
place off the machine.

BEFORE DELIVERING THIS MACHINE, your dealer
performed a predelivery inspection. After operating for

the first 100 hours, schedule an after-sale inspection
with your dealer in order to guarantee the reliable
operation of the machine.

Always shut off tractor engine and shift to park when
leaving tractor. Remove key when leaving tractor
unattended.

USE SAFETY LIGHTS AND DEVICES

Slow moving tractors, self-propelled equipment and
towed implements or attachments can create a hazard
when driven on public roads. They are difficuit to see,
especially at night. Avoid personal injury or death
resulting from collision with a vehicle.

Flashing warning lights and turn signals are
recommended whenever driving on public roads. To
increase visiblility, use the lights and devices provided
with your machine. For some equipment, install extra
flashing warning lights.

Keep safety items in good condition. Replace missing or
damaged items. An implement safety lighting kit is
available from your John Deere dealer.

TRANSPORT SAFELY

Always raise jackstand before transporting.

Use proper ballast for tractor stability and operate safely.
Be sure to latch tractor brakes together.

Shift tractor into a lower gear when tranporting down
steep slopes or hills.

Never transport the drill faster than 32 km/h (20 mph).
Reduce speed when traveling over rough ground. from
the rear.

Keep SMV emblem and reflectors clean and visible from
the rear.

Use of flashing warning lights and turn signals is
recommended when transporting this equipment on
public roads unless prohibited by state or local
regulations. An implement safety lighting kit is available
from your John Deere dealer.

When markers are used, be aware of overhead wires
and KNOW the transport height and width of your
machine.

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REDUCE SPEED WHEN TOWING LOADS

Braking to stop towed loads from transport speeds can
cause the towed load to swerve and upset. Reduce
speed if towed load weighs more than the tractor and is
not equipped with brakes.

Follow recommended speed-weight ratio guidelines:

* Maximum speed is 20 mph (32 km/h) when towing
load equal to or less in weight than the tractor.

» Reduce speed to 10 mph (16 km/h) when towing load
up to double the tractor weight.

* Do not tow loads exceeding double the tractor weight.
¢ Use additional caution when towing loads under

adverse surface conditions, when turning, and on
inclines.

PRACTICE SAFE MAINTENANCE

Understand service procedure before doing work. Keep
area clean and dry.

Never iubricate or service machine while it is moving.
Keep hands, feet, and clothing from power-driven parts.
Disengage all power and operate controls to relieve
pressure. Lower equipment to the ground. Stop the
engine. Remove the key. Allow machine 1o cool.

Securely support any machine elements that must be
raised for service work.

Keep all parts in good condition and properly installed.
Fix damage immediately. Replace worn or broken parts.
Remove any buildup of grease, oil, or debris.

Disconnect battery ground cable (-} before making
adjustments on electrical systems or welding on
machine.
