Fundamentals of Service {(FOS) Manuals cover basic theory
of operation, fundamentals of trouble shooting, general
maintenance, and basic types of failures and their causes.
FOS Manuals are for training new people and for reference
by experienced technicians.

Technical Manuals are concise service guides for a specific

machine. Technical Manuals are on-the-job guides contain-

ing only the vital information needed by an experienced

technician.

USE A SAFETY CHAIN

A safety chain will help control drawn equipment should it
accidentally separate from the drawbar while transporting.
Using the appropriate adapter parts, attach the chain to the
tractor drawbar support or other specified anchor location.
Provide only enough slack in the chain to permit turning. See
your John Deere dealer for a chain with a strength rating
greater than the gross weight of the towed machine.
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FOLLOW SAFE PRACTICES

Do not attempt to pull bales from ejector while baler is
operating.

Never attempt to unplug ejector unless lockout is engaged.
Always have side safety screens in place while operating.

Woear relatively tight and belted clothing to prevent being
caught on some part of the machine.
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Always shut off tractor engine, disengage PTO and move
lock-out lever {(A) to lock position before attaching or
detaching wagon.
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AVOID HIGH PRESSURE FLUIDS

Escaping fluid under pressure can penetrate the skin
causing serious injury. Relieve pressure before disconnect-
ing hydraulic or other lines. Tighten all connections before
applying pressure. Keep hands and body away from pinholes
and nozzles which eject fluids under high pressure. Use a
piece of cardbeard or paper to search for leaks.

If ANY fluid is injected into the skin, it must be surgically
removed within a few hours by a doctor familiar with this type
injury or gangrene may result.
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
